In preparation of their third
mission trip to “Katrina-torn”, Mississippi,
35+ members: men, women and chil-
dren came to begin the restoration proc-
ess on this historically significant struc-
ture, which lay dormant for decades. In
fact, from 1959, when it was deconse-
crated to the time of the aforementioned
restoration, there wasn’t an Episcopal
presence in the most devastated com-
munity in the entirety of South Carolina.

The importance of this work was charac-
terized by the presence of children of the
Diocese and our Bishop, the Rt. Rev.
Edward L. Salmon, Jr., XIII Bishop of the
Diocese of South Carolina. After praying,
the Bishop began the work which

marked the re-creation of history for this
Diocese.
